Net interest margin — Personal and Business Services

The Personal and Business Services segment’s net interest margin, which is a non-GAAP ratio, is used to measure the profitability of core interest-bearing assets, net of financing cost. It is
equal to net interest income on core assets expressed as a percentage of average core interest-bearing assets.

Average core interest-bearing assets is a non-GAAP financial measure that reflects the Personal and Business Services segment’s financial position and is used to exclude assets not
generating net interest income and certain other assets from average assets, when calculating net interest margin. Average core interest-bearing assets exclude assets related to trading
activities as well as assets related to capital market and liquidity management activities, and all other assets not generating net interest income.

Net interest income on core assets is a non-GAAP financial measure that is used to exclude net interest income generated by non-core assets from net interest income.
